The questionnaires were considered basically OK but some questions were changed and specified. There were some unnecessary overlaps. The important thing in this kind of study is to record a good range of opinions, and find out what people consider as important issues.

We should all ask the same questions to make it possible to make comparisons.
It will be OK to mix different organizational levels.
There will in most cases be 4 target groups (Iceland probably 3), varying between countries, and 5 interviews in each. It will be OK to use case study companies also for interviews as long as they are assumed to have a wide enough range of opinions. The selection for each country will be sent out to others before Sept 5.
There was a discussion about personal opinions versus organization policies. The correct way will be to ask for personal experience and knowledge.
In the end there will be a question about adding other perspectives.

There was also a discussion about how to record answers. Using tape interviews (especially if they are to be transcribed) may take too much work afterwards. These can be used to check up on specific issues. 

Before interview some information material about the project should be sent out.

Most work will be done over telephone.

Ruralia will now use the questionnaire in Northern Finland, and they will report back to the WP2 group about their experience.
